Jacob Burns Film Center (JBFC) is a community-
supported art house cinema founded in 2001 
and located in Pleasantville, NY.

We use FILM to 
educate, entertain, 
and inspire.

We are a community of 
10,000 members and 
over 200,000 people
visit our theater each year.

Our campus includes a five-screen 
CINEMA COMPLEX, MEDIA ARTS LAB 
education center, and a RESIDENCY 
HOUSE at 5 Grant Street.

We show over 400 
FILMS from over 
40 COUNTRIES 
every year.

We screen films in 
35MM, DCP, 
and 3D formats with 
trained projectionists.

All of our 
ORIGINAL VIDEO 
CONTENT is 
created by our 
in-house 
production team.

We hold courses and 
workshops at our Media 
Arts Lab in screenwriting, 
production, and stop-
motion animation for 
students in pre-K—grade 12, 
as well as college and adult.

All of our 
ORIGINAL 
SERIES POSTERS 
are created by 
our in-house art 
department.

We develop school-based programs 
that are currently being implemented 
in Westchester County, NY; Bridgeport, 
CT; Brooklyn, NY; and New Orleans, LA.

We provide extensive fellowship opportunities 
for young filmmakers including, EMERGING 
ARTIST FELLOWSHIP, SALLY BURNS SHENKMAN 
WOMAN FILMMAKER FELLOWSHIP, and 
CREATIVE CULTURE INITIATIVE.

We offer an ARTIST-IN-RESIDENCY 
PROGRAM giving filmmakers from 
around the country and the world the 
opportunity to live and work on the  
JBFC campus and interact with the 
local community.
